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Use iPhoto to create a slide show or save as a movie for your web page or other presentations (such as for Beaver Brook).

To create a slide show:
1. Download your photos from the camera.

2. Edit the photos as needed. Click on the Edit icon [image: image19..pict]
3. Using editing tools as needed [image: image2.wmf]
4. Create an album that contains all the photos you wish to use in the show.

· Click on the [image: image3.wmf] at the bottom of the screen to create an album.

· Give the album a title that reflects what it is about, then press Create. [image: image4.wmf]
· Click on the Library (photos) to see all your photos.

Drag the photos you wish to use to the new album. (You can select them all by clicking on the first photo, holding down the shift key, and clicking on last photo. Drag one of the selected photos to the new album and they will all copy to the new album.)

· Click on the new album. All of your selected photos should now be in the new album.

5. At the bottom of the iPhoto window, click on Book [image: image6.wmf] to create a new show.
6. All the photos will appear at the top of the window. You can drag them around to change the order in which they will appear in the show. [image: image7.wmf]
7. Click on Music [image: image8.wmf] to make choices about the music:

· [image: image18..pict]Uncheck play music if you want no background music or narration. 

· If you have recorded a narration, or have music to use, select it from this window.

8. Click on Settings [image: image9.wmf]
 [image: image10.wmf]

9. You may elect to edit the slide timing. Select Adjust [image: image11.wmf] and change the transition or timing for this slide.
10. Preview the slide show using either one of these buttons. [image: image12.wmf] Press ESC to stop the preview. Make changes in the settings as needed.

11. iPhoto automatically saves your changes.

12. To show the slide show full screen, simply click on Play. It is great for Open House or Conference Week!
To create a movie of the slide show:
· With your slide show open in iPhoto, go to the File Menu and select Export.
· Name the file and select the file size. Note that you will not want to use the large size if you plan on putting the slide show on your web site.
· The movie will save into your movies folder.
· You can then use the movie on your web page, or simply keep the movie for later use.

To put your slide show on the web in iWeb (as individual images on the iWeb photo page):
Open iWeb (you won’t need iPhoto after you imported the photos there)

· Click the Add Page button [image: image13.wmf] or choose File > New Page.

· In the template chooser, select a photo page template.

· Click on the Media button [image: image14.wmf] and select the photos or album of photos from your iPhoto Library that you wish to use.

· Drag the photos from the Library to the photo page template. You can drag one at a time, or simply drag the whole photo album from iPhoto.

· As soon as you drag a photo over, a new window will appear. In it, you can change the number of photos on a line and per page, and even change the amount of text you can put in a photo caption:  [image: image15.wmf]
· You can add captions to each photo, by highlighting the text under the photo and replacing it with your own caption. Or you can just delete and have no caption.

· Once on the web, click the Slide Show button and the photos will show one at a time in a larger version with the captions.

· Viewers can also subscribe to your photo page and be notified when you make changes.

Photo Slide show: 

· Click on the Photo Inspector [image: image16.wmf]  and select the Slideshow Tab:



Enable the slideshow (so viewers can see the slide show)


Select a transition (how the slides move from one to another)


Select the appearance options you want. 


Full screen makes the image larger in the slide show.


Click in the black box to change the background color of the slide show.





Click on Album Style to change the frame around the photos.





Set the timing (3 seconds is good)





Select a transition





If you want a self-playing movie, select Repeat Slide Show





Ken Burns effect causes an effect that looks like movement over the photo.





If you have music, select to repeat or make the slide show fit the music (that will change the timing)
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
