        Language Arts Tip
Creating Mental Images is a reading comprehension strategy that readers 

already use but may not be aware of!  Readers use their background knowledge, 
or ÒschemaÓ, to help them visualize as they read. Becoming aware of mental 

images can improve reading comprehension. When adults talk about the 
pictures they create in their minds as they read, children will be more willing 

to notice and talk about theirs.

A fun activity to support this involves reading a short text such 
as a childÕs poem together. Both you and your child draw what 

you see in your minds. Afterwards share and discuss your drawings. 
EveryoneÕs mental images are different so you will learn from each other!

However, research shows
that children lose a great deal of math knowledge over the break.
ÒStudents returning to school after summer vacation typically
lose a month of learning,Ó according to a study by Harris
Cooper, professor of psychology at the University of Missouri.
ÒAll children lost math skills, but poor children also lost reading
skills, whereas middle-class students tended to hold their own in
reading,Ó he said.
