The decision t o delay t he opening of  school or t o cancel school because of  inclement  weat her
is made by t he Superint endent .  The primary considerat ion is t hat  of  t he safet y of  t he
st udent s and st af f .  The decision is governed by a number of  f act ors.  To help make t he
decision, t he Superint endent  seeks input  f rom t he Police Depart ment , t he Public Works
Depart ment , t he School Maint enance Depart ment , t he school bus cont ract or, local 
met eorological services, and f rom resident s locat ed in various sect ions of  t he dist rict .
There are t imes when available informat ion dict at es t hat  a delay in t he opening of  school
is appropriat e and ot her t imes when t he schools should not  be opened.  All delayed openings
are 90 minut es.  The decision will usually be made by 6a.m. and all announcement s will be
broadcast  on t he following st at ions:

Bus st ops will be locat ed per Board policy relat ive t o walking dist ance, safet y condit ions, 
and ef fort s t o reduce st udent  congest ion at  bus st ops.

Specially equipped buses are provided for handicapped st udent s who are unable t o use 
st andard school buses.  St udent s who may be t emporarily conf ined t o wheelchairs or require 
walking aids such as crut ches are eligible f or t hese specialized buses.

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Student Attendance/Absenteeism
School at t endance is essent ial f or educat ional progress.  Connect icut  law emphasizes t he
responsibilit y of  parent s t o ensure children at t end school on a regular basis.  The law requires
t he school t o report  st udent  at t endance and t ruancy informat ion.  The principal will excuse 
children for absences due t o illness, serious personal or f amily problems, est ablished religious
observat ions, or at  t he request  of  physicians, psychiat rist s, psychologist s, dent ist  and similar
professional persons for t he performance of  necessary work which must  be scheduled during 
t he school day.

When your child doesnÕt  come t o school and you havenÕt  not if ied t he school t hat  he or she
will be absent , t he school is required t o cont act  you.  School regulat ions require t hat  each
parent  call t he school when t heir child is going t o be absent .  When a child is absent , t he 
parent  is expect ed t o writ e a not e and send it  t o t he school wit h t he child when he or she 
ret urns.

Do all you can t o ensure t hat  your child at t ends school every day.  If  your child needs t o be 
absent , call your childÕs school.



Student Behavior on School Buses
In view of  t he fact  t hat  t he bus is an ext ension of  t he classroom, t he Board of  Educat ion
requires st udent s t o conduct  t hemselves on t he bus in a manner consist ent  wit h est ablished
rules of  behavior.  Failure of  st udent s t o conduct  t hemselves in such a manner may result  in
t he loss of  t ransport at ion privileges, suspension f rom school, or ot her disciplinary act ions
permissible under Board policies.  The following rules are abst ract ed f rom Board policy:
• Disrupt ive behavior which creat es safet y concerns for t he driver or safet y problems for 
t he passengers will not  be permit t ed.
• There shall be no smoking, use of  alcoholic beverages, or illegal drugs at  any t ime.
• The st udent s must  remain seat ed and wear a seat  belt  unt il t he bus has reached it  
dest inat ion and has st opped.
• The bus driver is in complet e charge, and all reasonable request s of  t he bus driver must
be obeyed.
• All art icles such as at hlet ic equipment , books, musical inst rument s, et c. must  be kept  out
of  t he aisle.
• The rear exit  door may be used only in an emergency.  St udent s shall not  t amper wit h 
safet y equipment  on t he bus.
•Damage t o bus equipment  will mean loss of  bus-riding privileges and reimbursement  f or repair
•Disciplinary act ion is t he responsibilit y of  t he school principal.

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Extended Learning Program (ELP)
Danbury School Dist rict  provide before and af t er school child care in all element ary schools.
All program sit es operat e 5 days per week. The morning program opens at  7:00 AM and 
runs unt il t he st art  of  school. Af t ernoon programs open at  t he end of  t he school day 
and close at  6:00 PM. The program is open on scheduled half  days, holidays and vacat ion 
days, according t o t he Danbury School Dist rict Õs Calendar. The holiday and vacat ion, f ull 
day program is held at  Mill Ridge Int ermediat e School f rom 7:00 AM unt il 6:00 PM and is 
open t o all children regist ered in t he program.  
The ELP program is run by t he School Age Child Care Of f ice, not  t he element ary school, 
any quest ions or concerns should be brought  t o t he at t ent ion of  t he program coordinat or.

Dismissal
Parent s who pick up a st udent  during t he school day must  report  t o t he of f ice t o have t he 
st udent  released and signed out .  A not e t o t he t eacher advising of  planned early dismissal 
is request ed.  If  a child is being picked up by someone ot her t hat  t he childÕs parent s, a writ t en
not e is required.  Request s f or a child t o ride home on a bus ot her t han t he one t o which t hey
are assigned will be honored on a court esy basis when numbers and circumst ances allow. 7
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Proof of Residency
Whenever a st udent  enrolls in Danbury Public Schools, t he regist rat ion form will est ablish t he 
legal residence of  t he parent  or guardian.  To verif y t he given address, t he following 
document at ion must  be provided t o t he school principal or his/ her designee at  t he t ime of
regist rat ion.
• Rent ers – a current  not arized lease or not arized let t er f rom landlord
• Homeowners – a recorded deed showing ownership or a current  t ax bill
• In addit ion t o t he above, you must  show one ut ilit y bill (gas, elect ric, phone)

A st udent  living wit h a relat ive/ non-relat ive would be eligible f or school providing t he following
condit ions are met :
• Resides in Danbury permanent ly
• Wit hout  pay and
• Not  f or t he sole purpose of  obt aining school accommodat ions

In t he event  t hat  t he Administ rat ion has due and suf f icient  cause t o quest ion t he residency 
base of  a child already in at t endance, t he Administ rat ion may proceed as per Connect icut
General St at ut e 10-253.  A st udent  whose residency is challenged has a right  t o due process
in accordance t o Connect icut  General St at ut e 10-186.

School Lunch Program
Nut rit ious meals are served in all schools, which include breakfast , lunch and 
Kindergart en snack.  Milk and snack product s can be purchased by st udent s who donÕt  
purchase a full meal.  St udent s f rom households wit h incomes below levels det ermined by t he
government  may qualif y f or f ree or reduced price meals.  Informat ion and applicat ions for
t his program are sent  home wit h each st udent  at  t he beginning of  t he school year.  Furt her

Report Cards
Report  cards are dist ribut ed t hree t imes per year.  All st udent s in grades K – 5 will be
receiving a report  card at  t he following t imes:

1st  period – December
2nd period – March
3rd period – last  day of  school

Progress report s are issued t o st udent s in grades 1 – 5, prior t o report  card dist ribut ion.

Testing Information
Connect icut  Mast ery Test  (CMT)
Every year t he st at e's st andardized t est , t he CMT, will be administ ered in March t o st udent s 
in grades 3-8.  The lit eracy component  of  t he CMT assesses reading comprehension and 
writ ing skills.  The mat hemat ics component  assesses st udent  performance on a range of  skills 
and concept s expect ed t o be mast ered by st udent s in Grades 3 – 8.

St udent s in 
grades 3 – 5 are t est ed t hree t imes per year in Blue Ribbon Test ing. Blue Ribbon is a 
comput er–based assessment  t ool t hat  uses CMT t ype quest ions, allowing educat ors t o quickly 
ident if y school, class, and st udent  st rengt hs and needs relat ing direct ly t o CT st at e st andards.

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Administration of Medicine by School Personnel
A school nurse or, in his/ her absence t he principal or any designat ed t rained t eacher, may, if
necessary, administ er medicine including aspirin t o st udent s wit h chronic or short -t erm
healt h problems when such medicine is ordered in writ ing by a licensed physician and wit h t he 
writ t en aut horizat ion of  t he parent / guardian of  t he child.  Parent  must  bring t he form and
t he medicat ion, in it s original cont ainer, t o t he school nurse for administ rat ion.
