Dear Parents,

Thank you for taking the time to learn about South Street School. We hope this information will be helpful to you. 

Classrooms:

South Street School is a kindergarten through fifth grade school. Currently, there is one full day kindergarten and two half-day sessions of kindergarten. A lottery system is used to determine those children who are accepted into the full day program. There are two or three classes of each grade level. Class sizes range from 18-25 students depending on the grade level.

Support Services:

Special Education teachers, Bilingual and English – As- A-Second Language instructors, a social worker, psychologist, speech and occupational therapists, reading and math specialists support students at South Street School. 

Extended Learning Program:

This program is an opportunity to enroll your child in an hour long (3:30-4:30) enrichment program for the cost of $3.00 a day. Certified teachers teach this program. Additional childcare is available until 6:00 for a fee of $3.50 for the first hour (4:30-5:30) and $3.50 for the final half hour (5:30-6:00). Please call the school or stop in at the office for more information about this program

Connecticut Mastery Tests:

All grade 3,4 and 5 students take the Connecticut Mastery Tests. Last year tests results will be here and will be shared at Open House. As you review your child’s score, please keep in mind if your child is meeting the Connecticut expectations for mastery. If your child is not, you may consider enrolling him/her in the after school enrichment program in conjunction with the continued support he/she will receive during the school day. 

Parent Teacher Organization

Our school Parent Teacher Organization (PTO) needs your help! The PTO is always looking for any and all parents, grandparents, and guardians to lend a hand at events and with projects. The PTO is a vital part of the school community and helps to enrich and supplement our present school programs.

Technology:

South Street School is in the process of acquiring the most advanced technologies available to schools to support the instructional programs that are going on in the school. There are currently 102 computers throughout the school. A computer lab houses 28 desktop computers which all grade utilize throughout the course of the school year. There are also 30 mobile laptop computers that supplement the desktop computers that are in each classroom.  Promethean or “Smart Boards” are located in two of the classrooms, as well as all teachers now having a Wii report and pen system that allows students to interact with technology right on a white board in their classroom.
